A FAMILY’S LOSS IN
TWO WORLD WARS

Gareth Madge As we gather again this year to remember the sacrifices
made by police officers from our predecessor forces during
two world wars, it is important to bear in mind the loss and

tragedy that lie behind the names on memorials.

On the Cardiff City Police Memorial Plaque in the Cardiff
Bay Police Station, can be found the name of Herbert
Sidney Bennett.

Herbert was born in Cardiff in 1919, the son of Herbert
and Gertrude Bennett.

During the First World War Herbert’s father was serving

as a Lieutenant with the South Wales Borderers when, in
October 1918, just weeks before the Armistice in November
that year, he was fatally wounded in France.

As for Herbert, he was initially an apprentice seaman with
a shipping company but in 1938 he joined the Cardift City
Police and served as a constable in the city.

During the Second World War he served in Bomber
Command of the Royal Air Force.

On 2nd December 1943, he was a Flight Sergeant and the
bomb aimer on a Lancaster aircraft when it was shot down
over Germany during a raid on Berlin. Six members of the
crew, including Herbert, were killed. There was just one

survivor who was captured and became a prisoner of war.




Herbert was survived by his wife, Dorothie, who he had
married in 1942.

For the Bennett family, there was loss in two world wars.
Herbert and his father would never have known each other.

They are buried far from each other, in graves cared for by
the Commonwealth War Graves Commission in Germany

and in France.

Today we remember their sacrifice.
